The 2007-2008 
school year will begin for students 
in 1st through 5th grades on 
Monday, August 27, 2007.  

Classroom teacher assignments 
will be posted at the front and 
back doors at 4:00pm on August 
22nd  for families to review. Fami-
lies are invited to Open House on 
August 23rd from 4:00-6:00pm.  

The school instructional day be-
gins at 8:30am and students are 
dismissed at 3:00pm. Students 

may arrive in the building be-
tween 8:00-8:30am.  Safety Pa-
trol will be available to assist 
with arrival and dismissal each 
day.  

Families who drop off or pick up 
in the carpool lane will notice a 
new traffic pattern to assist 
with traffic congestion. To main-
tain the safety and security of 
our students, each afternoon 
carpool student will be assigned a 
carpool tag with a number to be 
used during afternoon carpool. 
Only cars displaying the school 
issued carpool tag will be allowed 
to pick up students in the carpool 
lane. Any car with out 
a tag will need to park 
and sign students out 
in the office. Families 
may pick up 2 carpool 

tags at Open House.

Kindergarten Staggered Entry 

Kindergarten students will be receiving an information letter with details regarding staggered entry. The 
first full day for all kindergarten students will be on Tuesday, September 4, 2007. From August 27-30th   
each kindergartner will attend school for one day as an orientation. This procedure allows for a 1:5 staff/
student ratio to ensure a positive first school experience. Kindergarten parent orientation will occur from 
8:45-9:30 each morning of staggered entry. Kindergarten parents should plan to stay for orientation on the 
day that their child comes to school for staggered entry. Kindergarten Pop In will be Friday, September 1st 
from 11:00-1:00pm.
